


PAR Solution Feature Highlights

Secure Purpose Built Appliance

All PAR appliances included an embedded hardware Firewall
card for protection and full AES 256 disk encryption. As a
purpose built appliance there is NO console or underlying
Operating System access. Only authenticated incoming
connections, via port 443 users & 22 for API's / CLI's,
are allowed. All other traffic is blocked by the embedded
Firewall.

Secure Password Storage

The entire PAR appliance hard drive is AES 256 encrypted.
Individual passwords are encrypted a second time using a
different encryption key prior to storage in the PAR database
for additional security.

Dual and Auto Password Release Control

The release of Passwords can either be automatically
approved by the PAR appliance or require dual (or more),
release authorisations.

Individual Accountability

A key compliance requirementis the need to deliver individual
accountability when using shared privileged passwords.
PAR will not release an account password to more than one
authorised requester at a time. Last-use change controls
assure and enforce individual user accountability.

Password Change Controls

PAR supports both time-based and last-use based password
change control configurations on a, per managed system or
account, basis. Last-use change controls assure a unique
password is set for each account access - providing a one-
time-use privileged password is used every time.

Extensive Platform Support

PAR supports password change controls for most systems
including Windows, UNIX, and Mainframe along with
many others. PAR supports most network devices and
Firewalls as well as databases and many other enterprise
applications. Platforms and applications are consistently
being added to the PAR supported systems directory.
Unsupported or bespoke platforms can easily be added
on a case-by-case basis for specific PAR deployments.

Reporting and Auditing

Every interaction with PAR audited and reported on and
available via PAR’s in-built interactive reporting suite.
Reports maybe scheduled and / or exported in .excel, or
.csv formats. PAR reports may also interact with Syslog
and SNMP trap data and be exported to a receiver or
collector. Firewall logs, SMTP and SNMP trap information
is also made available.

Optional Session Recording and Playback

PAR appliances can be enhanced to include session
security controls via the add-on eGuardPost software or
in conjunction with an eGuardPost appliance. eGuardPost
proxies all authorised sessions providing extensive
recording and playback facilities. Enhanced capabilities
of the joint solution include session authorisation, auto-
login of session, full session recording and playback.
